


There are many ways to make your classroom “language friendly.”
Here are just a few suggestions:

• Create bulletin boards that reinforce your current learning themes.

• Have the children keep a “vocabulary journal” in which they write a
few new words they learn each day.

• Engage the children in structured group conversations such as: 
“Let’s discuss what happened during recess today.” 
Monitor turn-taking, grammatical usage, etc.

• Have the children draw representations of spoken language. 
For example, describe a character in a book and allow the child to
“draw” the person. Does it match the description?

• Pre-select vocabulary words to define and associate before units are
learned.

• Play language based games, such as “Outburst.” Note those students
who have difficulties with language when it is not within a very 
structured setting.
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
